NEW MOBILE RADAR LOCATIONS DEPLOYED CITYWIDE 
Earlier this week, Metropolitan Police Chief, Cathy L. Lanier, announced that the 

Metropolitan Police Department (MPD) deployed 11 new photo-enforced mobile radar 
locations.

Mobile radar units are deployed throughout the District as a force multiplier to allow MPD 
to monitor and enforce tra�c safety compliance. In selecting locations for the Mobile Radar 
Units, the MPD considers calls for police service, crash data, speed feasibility studies, as well 
as recommendations or requests from the District Department of Transportation (DDOT), 
Advisory Neighborhood Commissioners and civic or citizen associations.

�e thirty-day educational phase began on Monday, November 24, 2008, when the 
department began issuing warning citations. On December 26, 2008, MPD will begin issuing 
live citations.

11.	 5300 block of 14th Street, NW

WATCH OUT FOR CHARITY SCAMS THIS HOLIDAY SEASON
The holiday season is traditionally a time of giving, with many charities seeking 

contributions to help the less fortunate. But it can also be a time when some con artists try to 
take advantage of other peoples� generosity by going door-to-door for �charitable donations� 
� when there is really no charity involved. If someone shows up at your door asking for 
donations, always ask for identi�cation and look at it carefully. It�s also a good idea to request 
printed information about the charity, or a phone number or website that you can contact 
for more information. Also, �nd out how the funds will be used. Be especially wary of people 
who ask for cash only or of children out soliciting funds who are not accompanied by an adult. 
If you are not satis�ed with the answers you get, there is a simple solution: don�t give � at 
least not right away, until you have had a chance to do your research. As an alternative, help 
a charitable organization you are familiar with.
